	SUMMARY:

	Responds in-person and to calls from rape victims from Lake County Correctional Facility.  Provides emergency & planning assistance as necessary to persons recovering from assault.  


	ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS:

	· Provide Crisis Intervention Services. 
· Provide coverage on rotating basis for Community Crisis Line during off hours and on the weekends.

· Respond to Lake County Correctional facility inmate calls reporting sexual assault.

· Provide supportive services to victims of sexual assault at the Lake County Correctional Facility.

· Respond in person to provide crisis intervention and offer standard response to a report of sexual assault and/or request for services from a survivor of sexual assault. 
· Provide emotional support, crisis intervention, information and referrals.

· Make daily and weekly visits to the Correctional Facility to provide follow up counseling, accompaniment to ongoing investigation and court advocacy.

· Respond to hospitals and law enforcement agencies in assisting victims during office hours.
· Prepare and give educational presentations to community groups. 

· Provide short term one on one counseling, follow-up case management, and advocacy to sexual assault victims and their immediate families.

· Provide group facilitation.

· Be a member of and attend the Correction Facility’s Response Team meetings.

· Be an active representative on the Lake County Sexual Assault Response Team (SART).

· Participate in trainings and collaboration with referral agencies.

· Organize and facilitate support groups for victims of sexual assault and adults molested as children (AMAC) in other agencies as requested.

· Provide culturally sensitive service and work with representatives of under served ethnic groups and under served target groups.

· Provide accurate documentation, data collection, completion of reports, and forms.

· Other duties as assigned.

	Any combination of education and/or experience providing culturally competent relevant, sensitive counseling, education, and information to target population.  Experience with rape crisis victims preferred.  State Mandated 65-Hour Sexual Assault/Domestic Violence Certificate qualification required (offered by LFRC).  Bi-cultural and bi-lingual sensitivity (Spanish) an advantage.

· Strong oral and written communication skills 

· Assessment of client needs and formulation of a plan of action, case conference with support programs and therapeutic staff
